What are Easter Duties?:  The teaching of  
our Catholic Faith is that all Catholics are  
required to make a Sacramental Confession  
once a year—but that is because Catholics are  
asked to receive Holy Communion once a  
year at Easter time.  So, in order to make that  
reception of Holy Communion, we are asked  
first to prepare by Sacramental Confession during the season 
of Lent.
